It had

never crossed my mind that a ten year old, intelligent child living in

Scotland in the 1990s would have done that. | had always taken for

granted that everyone in our country would have at least some

knowledge of the Christian story. | was not surprised that many

children never went to church. | did not expect schools to introduce

children to the Christian faith. But | assumed that one way or another

every ten year old child would have picked up enough about

Christianity to realise that a cross shape on top of a church

represented the cross on which Jesus died.

The reality this girl represents lay behind the creation of Inspire (North

Berwick Christian Youth Trust) three years ago, and the appointment

of Jay Lennartson as its youth worker. The Christian community can

no longer assume that young people will know that an add-on sign on

top of church represents the cross on which Jesus died, far less that

they will know what his death signifies. If we want them to know this

story so they can decide if they want to follow Jesus, we will need to

share it with them.
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By the time you read this, Inspire will have done this in an exciting
way. Restart ran from January 25-28 in North Berwick High School.
Restart involves a team of Christian workers sharing the story of
Jesus in an appropriate way in the High School. Organised by Inspire
and Scripture Union, Restart has involved drama and music,
assemblies and lunchtime events, some class contributions and an
evening concert. The aim of the week has been to let the young
people find out who Jesus is so they can decide for themselves
whether they want to follow him.

Restart will prove very significant for many young people. It is
however, the start not the finish. Inspire is committed to sharing
the story of Jesus Christ with local young people not for one
week this year, but in an ongoing way. Its vision is to give them
the opportunity to decide whether they want to follow him, and to
encourage those who choose to in life-long discipleship.
Investing in the next generation is one of the most strategic
things the churches in our town can do. It can however only
happen with the support of local people. | hope H
you will consider offering yours.
